· Preference will be given to those who will do project work during the course related to English teaching with American Studies and civic education content.

Though this may sound daunting, all of our sponsored participants successfully completed the course.  If you do not have a computer at home or work, ELO will try to assist you in working at your local American Corner or Center or IATEP center.
